Rules & Regulations for Students

At Froebel’s House School & College, we are committed to maintaining high academic and behavioral
standards. Every student is expected to follow these rules to create a respectful, disciplined, and
productive learning environment.

Students must arrive on time. Latecomers will not be allowed to join the assembly and may be fined.
Frequent latecomers may be sent home as a disciplinary action.

Attendance is mandatory. Absences should only be due to emergencies. Missing tests will result in a
zero, and no retests will be allowed.

Participation in all teaching activities, games, functions, and co-curricular events is required. If a student
misses an event without a valid reason, a fine will be imposed.

Parents and guardians must not visit students or teachers in the classroom without the principal’s
permission.

Leaving the school premises without permission will result in serious disciplinary action.

Politeness and respect should be shown to all members of the school community. Disrespectful behavior
towards teachers, staff, or fellow students will not be tolerated.

Bullying, aggressive language, or any form of rude behavior is strictly prohibited.
Every student is a representative of the school; their behavior reflects on the institution.
Hitting, fighting, and bullying are serious offenses and will result in strict disciplinary action.

The use of unfair means (cheating) in tests will result in zero marks in that subject, and a warning letter
will be sent to parents.

Shouting, whistling, or using inappropriate language within the school premises is strictly prohibited.

All students must wear the proper, clean, and complete school uniform daily, including on special events.
Untidy dressing, incomplete uniforms, or improper attire may result in fines or being sent home.

Keeping the school premises clean is mandatory. Littering is prohibited, and students must use dustbins.

Students must bring all required books and notebooks according to the timetable and carry their
school diary daily.
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Unnecessary books, unauthorized reading materials, or electronic gadgets, including mobile phones,
are not allowed during school hours unless permitted by a teacher for educational purposes.

Changing classrooms between periods should be done quietly and in an orderly manner.

Proper classroom etiquette must be maintained. Students should raise their hands before speaking or
asking questions and should not eat or drink in the classroom without the teacher’s permission.

Assignments and homework must be submitted on time. Late submissions may result in penalties
unless prior permission is obtained from the teacher.

Damage to school property, including writing on walls or desks, is strictly forbidden. Any accidental
damage must be reported immediately, and the cost will be charged to the responsible student.

The school is not responsible for lost valuables. It is advised not to bring expensive items like watches,
gold jewelry, or mobile phones.

Students must follow all health and safety protocols, including wearing face masks (if required) and
reporting any health concerns to the school nurse or administration
